Get packing...our neighborhood-wide yard sale is scheduled for    
Saturday, April 24 from 7 AM-12 NOON.

Here are some friendly tips to a successful yard sale: 
Price Everything.  Use a bigger label for larger items like sofas 
or treadmills.  
Have plenty of change (quarters mostly) and small bills.  
Be prepared for òearly birds.ó Our sale is for 7 AM.  Often seri-
ous yard salers will come early and begin òlooking.ó 
Have a calculator handy.  If itõs busy, itõs easy to get distracted 
and add incorrectly. 
Have plastic bags for customers to carry their items away. 
Put your pets in the house so  they wonõt scare shoppers. 
Put loose items in Ziploc bags so they stay together (ie: game 
pieces or small toy parts). 
Be prepared to negotiate prices.  People may try to make a 
lower offer on an item.  
Go in with a neighbor if you donõt have many items 

        to sell.   People tend to stop at òfulló sales.

This has been verified at www.snopes.com .  This is true and 
has happened in Maryland, Minnesota, California, New Mex-
ico, Ohio and Colorado .    
 
 This has been verified by the FBI (link is below). It is 
spreading fast so be prepared should you get this call. 
Most of us take a summons for jury duty seriously, but 
enough people skip out on their civic duty that a new and 
ominous kind of fraud has surfaced.  
  
The caller claims to be a jury coordinator. If you protest 
that you never received a summons for jury duty, the 
scammer asks you for your Social Security number and 
date of birth so he or she can verify the information and 
cancel the arrest warrant. Give out any of this information 
and your identity was just stolen..   
  
The fraud has been reported so far in 11 states, including 
Oklahoma, Illinois, and Colorado . This swindle is particu-
larly insidious because they use intimidation over the 
phone to try to bully people into giving information by pre-
tending they are with the court system.  
 
The FBI and the federal court system have issued nation-
wide alerts on their websites, warning consumers about 
the fraud.
