HOA Website Improvements 

Lawn Care                                                                                                                                                                                            

One of the strongest indicators of a neighborhoodôs health is the condition of its lawns.  Those of us who have sold homes know from 

experience the exterior of the home is where buyers form their first impression of our property; an impression that heavily influences 

the decision to purchase or look elsewhere.  Likewise, the condition of the surrounding properties influences our satisfaction and com-

fort with the neighborhood.  When a lawn is not properly maintained, it negatively impacts the entire neighborhood both in terms of 

aesthetics and market value.  As the HOA is responsible for protecting property values, of which lawn care is a significant component, 

a legally binding, minimal standard of care for lawns has been adopted.   Please familiarize yourself with these guidelines which are 

available on the HOAôs website. 

Parking in Streets  

Please be mindful of the HOAôs restriction on parking.  Article VII, Paragraph 5 of the CC&R states ñVehicles shall not be parked on 

the sidewalk or within the dedicated street right-of-way, nor shall vehicles be parked or stored on any part of the Lot not improved for 

that purpose, i.e. garage, driveway, carport or parking pad.ò  It further states, ñThis é does not preclude occasional overflow         

parking within the street right-of-way for guests or other reasonable purposes provided that no inconvenience                                      

is imposed on the Owners of other Lots within this subdivision.ò 

Architectural Requests  

Article IX, Section 1 of the CC&R states ñ No building, dwelling, accessory building, improvement or structure, all as defined in Sec-

tion 2 hereof on any Lot shall be erected, constructed, placed, demolished, or altered until an application, including plans and specifi-

cations showing the nature, kind, shape, height, materials, and location of the same, shall have been submitted to and approved in 

writing by the Board or an architectural control committee which has been empowered by the Board to approve such applications. 

ñThe purpose of such development standards [is to] preserve and promote the character and orderly development of the Property.  By 

acceptance of a deed to any Lot, each Owner thereof and his successors and assigns agrees to be bound by all provisions of such 

development standards as may be adopted by the [Architectural Control Committee].ò 

Homeowners who fail to submit an application and obtain approval prior to any modifications of their property can be required to re-

store their property to its previous condition (at their own expense) and may be subject to fines or other sanctions as permitted by law.
